OCTOBER 8, 2010
ONE AIM. ONE NOTION. ONE VISION.

For those who assembled at the corridor of ESO, it was not
just another day because all of us had a common thought
running in the mind - We should complete vision screening
for 10000 children!! 150 optometrists went as 20 teams to
51 schools of the Chennai Corporation to render their
service!

It was not a mere completion of the target set, but a four
phased systematic protocol of professional primary eye care
service. All the optometrists were filled with enormous zeal
which kept the overall coordinator running at her toes to
quench their thirst of providing service.

It was an emotional moment when 615 children were
diagnosed to have defective vision for the first time and the
smile in the face of the students who could understand that
they have the ability to see well!!! This smile brought us
immense happiness and more thirst to provide such services
to the community.

The day was over......, hands were paining , neck was aching
but our heart and mind were overflowing with the immense
satisfaction and joy of screening not just
